And if one 
prevail against him, two shall withstand him; and a 
threefold cord is not quickly broken.
 
4. Genesis 2:24 KJV
Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and 
shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh.
 
5. Ephesians 5:25-33 KJV
Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the 
church, and gave himself for it; That he might sanctify and 
cleanse it with the washing of water by the word, that he 
might present it to himself a glorious church, not having 
spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy 
and without blemish. So ought men to love their wives as
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their own bodies. He that loveth his wife loveth himself. For 
no man ever yet hated his own flesh; but nourisheth and 
cherisheth it, even as the Lord the church: For we are 
members of his body, of his flesh, and of his bones. For 
this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and 
shall be joined unto his wife, and they two shall be one 
flesh. This is a great mystery: but I speak concerning Christ 
and the church. Nevertheless let every one of you in 
particular so love his wife even as himself; and the wife see 
that she reverence her husband.
 
6. Colossians 3:18-19 KJV
Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as it is 
fit in the Lord. Husbands, love your wives, and be not bitter 
against them.
 
7. Philippians 2:2 KJV
Fulfil ye my joy, that ye be likeminded, having the same 
love, being of one accord, of one mind.
 
8. Mark 10:9 KJV
What therefore God hath joined together, let not man put 
asunder.
 
9. Malachi 2:14-15 KJV
Yet ye say, Wherefore? Because the Lord hath been 
witness between thee and the wife of thy youth, against 
whom thou hast dealt treacherously: yet is she thy 
companion, and the wife of thy covenant. And did not he

10. Isaiah 54:5 KJV
For thy Maker is thine husband; the Lord of hosts is his 
name; and thy Redeemer the Holy One of Israel; The God 
of the whole earth shall he be called.
 
11. Genesis 2:18-23 KJV
And the Lord God said, It is not good that the man should 
be alone; I will make him an help meet for him. And out of 
the ground the Lord God formed every beast of the field, 
and every fowl of the air; and brought them unto Adam to 
see what he would call them: and whatsoever Adam called 
every living creature, that was the name thereof. And Adam 
gave names to all cattle, and to the fowl of the air, and to 
every beast of the field; but for Adam there was not found 
an help meet for him. And the Lord God caused a deep 
sleep to fall upon Adam, and he slept: and he took one of 
his ribs, and closed up the flesh instead thereof; And the 
rib, which the Lord God had taken from man, made he a 
woman, and brought her unto the man. And Adam said, 
This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she 
shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man.
 
12. Ephesians 5:21 KJV
Submitting yourselves one to another in the fear of God.
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13. Proverbs 31:10 KJV
Who can find a virtuous woman? for her price is far above 
rubies.
 
14. Ephesians 5:22-24 KJV
Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto 
the Lord. For the husband is the head of the wife, even as 
Christ is the head of the church: and he is the saviour of 
the body. Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so 
let the wives be to their own husbands in every thing.
 
15. 1 Peter 3:7 KJV
Likewise, ye husbands, dwell with them according to 
knowledge, giving honour unto the wife, as unto the weaker 
vessel, and as being heirs together of the grace of life; that 
your prayers be not hindered.

I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but 
Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I 
live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave 
himself for me.
 
10. 2 Thessalonians 3:5 KJV
And the Lord direct your hearts into the love of God, and 
into the patient waiting for Christ.
 
11. Isaiah 43:4 KJV
Since thou wast precious in my sight, thou hast been 
honourable, and I have loved thee: therefore will I give men 
for thee, and people for thy life.
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12. John 14:23 KJV

The Lord thy God in the midst of thee is mighty; he will 
save, he will rejoice over thee with joy; he will rest in his 
love, he will joy over thee with singing.
 
20. Psalm 37:28 KJV
For the Lord loveth judgment, and forsaketh not his saints; 
they are preserved for ever: but the seed of the wicked 
shall be cut off.
 
21. 1 Corinthians 2:9 KJV
But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, 
neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which 
God hath prepared for them that love him.

2. Matthew 22:36-38 KJV
Master, which is the great commandment in the law? Jesus 
said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy 
heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is the 
first and great commandment.
 
3. Psalm 18:1 KJV
I will love thee, O Lord, my strength.
 
4. Psalm 143:8 KJV
Cause me to hear thy lovingkindness in the morning; for in 
thee do I trust: cause me to know the way wherein I should 
walk; for I lift up my soul unto thee.
 
5. Mark 12:29-30 KJV
And Jesus answered him, The first of all the 
commandments is, Hear, O Israel; The Lord our God is one 
Lord: And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy 
heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with
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all thy strength: this is the first commandment.
 
6. Psalm 63:3 KJV
Because thy lovingkindness is better than life, my lips shall 
praise thee.

But I say unto you, Love 
your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them 
that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you, 
and persecute you; That ye may be the children of your 
Father which is in heaven: for he maketh his sun to rise on 
the evil and on the good, and sendeth rain on the just and 
on the unjust. For if ye love them which love you, what 
reward have ye? do not even the publicans the same? And 
if ye salute your brethren only, what do ye more than 
others? do not even the publicans so? Be ye therefore 
perfect, even as your Father which is in heaven is perfect.

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3. 1 John 4:20 KJV
If a man say, I love God, and hateth his brother, he is a liar: 
for he that loveth not his brother whom he hath seen, how 
can he love God whom he hath not seen?
 
4. Proverbs 10:12 KJV
Hatred stirreth up strifes: but love covereth all sins.
 
5. Romans 12:20-21 KJV
Therefore if thine enemy hunger, feed him; if he thirst, give 
him drink: for in so doing thou shalt heap coals of fire on his 
head. Be not overcome of evil, but overcome evil with 
good.
